Following the spectacular world premiere of the Cayenne with 250 kW (340 hp) and the 

Cayenne S with 324 kW (440 hp) in Stuttgart-Zuffenhausen, the new top-of-the-range 

model is set to make its debut at the IAA. With a powerful drive, innovative chassis sys-

tems and active aerodynamics, the new Porsche SUV achieves the driving dynamics of a 

sports car. Porsche will also present another sports car highlight in Frankfurt. At 700 hp, 

the Porsche GT2 RS is the most powerful 911 of all time and will celebrate its trade fair 

premiere.
