Karolina Pliskova (CZE) vs. CoCo Vandeweghe (USA) 7-6(2), 6-4

Winner's prize: 718 Boxster GTS
Prize money: 750,900 dollars

Karolina Pliskova is not yet in possession of a driver's license — but a dream car. In the high-class and
thrilling final at the 41st Porsche Tennis Grand Prix, the 26-year old Czech defeated the impressive
American Coco Vandeweghe 7-6(2), 6-4 in front of a 4,500 crowd in the once again sold-out Porsche
Arena. She clinched her tenth career WTA title when converting her first match point after one hour 56
minutes, “It was a very intensive match,” said the happy winner after her first triumph in Stuttgart which
handed her a carmine red 718 Boxster GTS. By the time she received the key from Dr. Wolfgang
Porsche, she was now set on finally getting a driver's license: “There can be no better motivation than
this car.”
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Petra Kvitova (CZE) vs. Anett Kontaveit (EST) 6-3, 7-6(2)

Winner's prize:911 Carrera 4S Cabriolet
Prize money: 662,078 euro

It was a success Petra Kvitova had to wait a long time for. In front of a capacity 4,400 crowd in
Stuttgart's Porsche Arena, the Czech finally won the Porsche Tennis Grand Prix at her seventh attempt
— and with it a Porsche 911 Carrera 4S Cabriolet as the main prize. In a high-class final, she defeated
Estonia's Anett Kontaveit 6-3, 7-6(2). “I've already lost a few tiebreaks against Anett, so I'm really
happy that everything worked out today," said Petra Kvitova, who replaced the Romanian Simona Halep
as the new world No. 2 by winning in Stuttgart. “After failing six times, I've finally won this fantastic
tournament. This car is a fantastic bonus."

No Porsche Tennis Grand Prix 2020

The 2020 Porsche Tennis Grand Prix did not take pace due to the Corona crisis. In the best interests of
the health of the players, ball-girls, spectators and everybody else involved, Porsche cancelled the
tournament at an early stage in agreement with the WTA and the local authorities.

Ashleigh Barty (AUS) vs Aryna Sabalenka (BLR) 3-6, 6-0, 6-3

Winner's prize: Taycan Turbo S Cross Turismo
Prize money: 456,073 euros

Ashleigh Barty's triumph one day after her 25th birthday has written Stuttgart tennis history. She not
only became the first Australian to win the singles final at the Porsche Tennis Grand Prix after beating
Aryna Sabalenka from Belarus 3-6, 6-0, 6-3 but she also secured the doubles title with Jennifer Brady
(USA). She is the first player in the history of the tournament to achieve the feat in the Porsche Arena.
The last person to do the double was the American Lindsay Davenport in 2001 — but in Filderstadt. “I'm
so happy to be able to come here,” said the winner from Down Under, who received a Porsche Taycan
Turbo S Cross Turismo as the main prize. “Porsche puts on a great event in this fantastic arena and it's
no wonder it has such an incredible field every year."

Iga Swiatek (POL) — Aryna Sabalenka 6-2, 6-2

Winner's prize: Porsche Taycan GTS Sport Turismo
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Prize money: 611,210 euros

Iga Swiatek is Stuttgart's new tennis queen. The 20-year-old world No. 1 was an easy 6-2, 6-2 winner
against last year's runner-up Aryna Sabalenka in the final of the 45th Porsche Tennis Grand Prix. The
victory has duly secured her a Porsche Taycan GTS Sport Turismo. Playing in front of a 4,400-capacity
crowd in the Porsche Arena, the Pole, who was making her debut at the long-standing Stuttgart
tournament, was dominant throughout. Despite the energy-sapping three-hour semifinal the day
before, she was hitting powerfully and going for her shots right from the start against the world No. 4.
With the match only 84 minutes old, she converted her third match point. The all-conquering player
momentarily on the WTA Tour had extended her winning run to an impressive 23 matches.

Iga Swiatek (POL) — Aryna Sabalenka 6-3, 6-4

Winner's prize: Porsche Taycan Turbo S Sport Turismo
Prize money: 678,814 euro (780.637 USD)

Iga Swiatek is the new and old tennis queen of Stuttgart. Like last year, the world No. 1 comfortably
beat Aryna Sabalenka 6-3, 6-4 in the final of the 46th Porsche Tennis Grand Prix to secure herself a
Porsche Taycan Turbo S Sport Turismo. In front of a capacity 4,400 crowd in the Porsche Arena, the
Pole, who last year won the French and US Opens, appeared a certain winner from the middle of the
first set. After one hour 50 minutes, she converted her first match point against Aryna Sabalenka, who
lost in the final for the third time in a row.

Elena Rybakina (KAZ) — Marta Kostyuk (UKR) 6-2, 6-2

Winner's prize: Porsche Taycan 4S Sport Turismo
Prize money: 802,237 euro (922,573 dollars)

Premiere for Elena Rybakina: the Kazakh has crowned herself as the new tennis queen of Stuttgart after
winning the Porsche Tennis Grand Prix for the first time. The final of the tournament featuring a top-
class field including eight Top 10 players and nine Grand Slam champions was won by the world No. 4
from Kazakhstan against the Ukrainian Marta Kostyuk. Watched on by a capacity Porsche Arena crowd,
the 24-year-old Wimbledon champion thus secured herself a Porsche Taycan 4S Sport Turismo as the
main prize. Boasting a world-class line-up, the 47th Porsche Tennis Grand Prix offered its spectators
thrilling matches with spectacular rallies right from the start. Attendance was huge — the Porsche
Arena was sold-out on four days. “This year's Porsche Tennis Grand Prix was outstanding in every
sense. We're very happy and satisfied,"” said Tournament Director Markus Giinthardt. The Operating
Tournament Director Anke Huber raved: “I've never seen such good tennis here.”
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Jelena Ostapenko (LAT) - Aryna Sabalenka 6-4, 6-1

Winner's Prize: Porsche Macan Turbo
Prize Money: €925,661 (US$1,046,510)

Jelena Ostapenko capped off a flawless tournament week with victory in the final at the sold-out
Porsche Arena, defeating world number one Aryna Sabalenka. The 27-year-old Latvian not only claimed
the title with her 6—4, 6—1 win, but also took home the traditional main prize — this year, a Macan
Turbo. For Sabalenka, it marked her fourth final defeat in five years in Stuttgart. Once again, the WTA
500 tournament featured an outstanding line-up, including the top four players in the world rankings,
and thrilled 33,000 spectators over the nine days of competition. Tournament Director Markus
Ginthardt also drew a thoroughly positive conclusion: “It was a fantastic tournament week — and we
feel that we were able to offer real added value both in terms of sport and atmosphere.”
